Alert: Nomination of Members to the IGU Committees 2006-2009

Dear IGU Colleagues,

Work within IGU these days is very much concentrated around the 23rd World Gas Conference in Amsterdam in June. I can assure you it will be a great event and I hope to see you there.

In the meantime preparation for the next Triennium is already well underway, which is necessary if we want to be able to begin the work in the next Triennium on a full scale right after WGC.

The incoming Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of the nine standing Committees (WOC's and PGC's) have already been nominated and the names were confirmed and approved by the Executive Committee a few weeks ago.

The Incoming Coordination Committee members had an informal and very successful first meeting in Madrid, where they selected the topics on which the Committees and their Study Groups should concentrate on. The list of those topics is enclosed. Membership of the two Task Forces are likely to be decided upon invitation, only.

Furthermore, the draft Strategic Guidelines have been prepared by the incoming Argentine Presidency, and a draft Triennial Work Programme (TWP) for 2006-2009 is under preparation.
The draft Strategic Guidelines can already now be seen on the IGU website: www.igu.org. You choose “2003-2006” in the main menu and then in the drop down menu “2006-2009”.

Any comments or suggestions concerning the Work Programme of IGU for the next three years (the TWP) are always most welcome. The draft TWP will be presented on the last day of the World Gas Conference in Amsterdam with a view to have it finally adopted by the Council in Lima, Peru in October 2006.

From earlier experience I know that the process of nominating representatives to the IGU Committees can take quite some time, because many of you need confirmation from your Board or the companies involved.

The incoming Argentine Presidency is eager to begin the work as soon as possible after WGC in Amsterdam, and in fact most Committees plan to have their first meeting in September. This is why I urge you to start the internal process of finding representatives to the IGU Committees for the next Triennium already now.
The official request to nominate representatives will only reach you in the course of April, but in this way you will hopefully be able to answer me with names very quickly.

Please remember that according to the IGU Articles of Association (AoA) your representatives should be willing and able to participate directly and actively in the work of IGU. However, nomination of “Corresponding Members” is also possible.

First of all, I hope of course that many of your representatives in the current IGU Working Committees will continue, in order to maintain continuity and expertise. At the same time I expect, however, that you will also consider new members.
In our work, emphasis will be put on developing best practices, benchmarking, case stories and other deliverables of interest to members and the gas industry at large. This should give you an extra incentive to consider broadening your representation.

As an example, I am sure that not least upcoming young members of both sexes in your staff could benefit from getting into the network of IGU, and participation in the work by the many Associate Members of IGU including the "Majors" will without doubt widen the knowledge base and increase the networking possibilities.

I do believe that we have a common interest in initiating the process of finding your representatives to the IGU Committees in the next Triennium today. By now, you might also consider which Study Groups your representatives would like to join.
